o Port of Kingston (Steve): holiday lights are still up for the moment, shout out to the high
school groups that helped put the lights up this year.

o Village Green Foundation (Beth): We anticipate phase 2 of the acoustical tiles in the
gymnasium (on the walls) being completed before the end of January. The tiles on the
ceiling were installed a number of years ago and improved the acoustics of the
gymnasium dramatically. This was a project that was budgeted for last year but supply
chain issues caused a delay in getting it done. Because we are choosing durable
materials because of them being on the walls and more prone to basketballs and other
incidental contact. This project will cost more than $28,000 with $18,000 of the funds
coming from the Foundation and $10,000 coming from the shared projects budget item
of the VG MPD.

e Committee Reports

o Affordable Housing Working Group (Charmaine): partnering with Kingston Cares.
Mission to develop a full range of affordable housing in unincorporated North Kitsap
County. Wants to provide access to all for safe and appropriate housing opportunities.
Urgent need for affordable housing. Shortage is not being met by private development
alone. Connected with Kitsap County development group (Central Highlands Homes,
based in Poulsbo), exploring future housing projects in Kingston. Also working on
possibilities for rehabbing Blue Water Inn for future affordable housing possibilities.
Meets second Tuesday of each month at 3:00pm at the Village Green.

o Parks Trails & Open Space (Jet): trail work projects have been happening. The cmtee is
advocating for a large sports complex. February 6th at 7PM via zoom. Work parties are
coming up.

o Transportation (Tim): Glenn Malin has joined the committee. They are working on Comp
Plan recommendations. They are working on a letter to Sen. Christine Rolfes making sure
she knows that we are still struggling with Ferry Traffic congestion. Commissioner Gelder
added that the County will be advocating for aspects of funding requests (Move Ahead
Washington) related to the 104 Realignment project because the current funding plan
puts that project back into the 2030s.
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o Community Services: None, the Community Services committee has not met since the
December KCAC meeting. Their regular meetings are on the fourth Fridays at 4pm via
Zoom.

o Discover Kingston Open House: Kaili Campbell and Chris Gilbreath both volunteered to
be on the Committee. Mary Gleysteen has indicated in the past she would participate.
