 Total Calls: 3,623
* Up 8% from 2021 to highest annual call volume ever
* Medical emergencies (EMS) were 65% of the total
e 30 structure fires (13 in-district)
e Up from 18 (7 in-district) in 2021
 Average Daily Calls: 9.9
* Upfrom 9.2 calls perdayin 2021
* Busiest Day: 22 Calls on November 8
* More EMS calls than usual, combined with a minor wind event that caused
trees and wires down calls




2022 BUDGET
