e Ability to make clear decisions with sound judgement

e Volunteers surveying at the connect fairs will need to be able to sit for at least 5 hours per survey location.
e Access to reliable mode of transportation
e Able to complete training specific to the volunteer position
e Fluency in a second language is an asset, especially Spanish, or other languages or dialects, but is not required.
