Proposition No. 1
Bonds for Fire Stations

The Board of Commissioners of Central
Kitsap Fire and Rescue adopted
Resolution 20-05, concerning emergency
services facilities to protect public health,
life, and property. This proposition would
allow the District to strategically combine
and replace five fire stations, remodel four
fire stations, and perform related capital
improvements to better protect the
community, improve response times,
seismically upgrade fire stations, acquire
equipment, improve operational
efficiencies, and provide firefighters a
healthier, safer work environment; issue
no more than $58,300,000 of general
obligation bonds maturing within 20
years; and levy annual excess property
taxes to pay these bonds, pursuant to
Resolution 20-05.
