RE: Addendum to Ueland Mineral Resource Project Draft and Final EIS

The Kitsap County Department of Community Development is issuing an addendum to the
Draft and Final Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) for the Ueland Mineral Resource Project
issued August 25, 2009. Please note that consistent with section WAC 197-11-625 of the
State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA), Kitsap County is sending this addendum to recipients
of the Final EIS. There is not a comment period for the addendum.

The addendum has been prepared in compliance with SEPA (RCW 43.21.C), the SEPA Rules
(WAC 197-11), and Chapter 18.04 Kitsap County Code, implementing SEPA in Kitsap County
procedures.

The addendum provides additional information about the Ueland Mineral Resource proposal
and modifications to the proposal. The modifications and the impacts of these modifications
are within the range of alternatives and significant adverse environmental impacts previously
analyzed in the Ueland Mineral Resource EIS, and this addendum does not substantially
change that analysis (see WAC 197-11-600). The addendum does the following:

e Clarifies information with regard to Kitsap County bicycle routes (Draft EIS
Section 9.2.6).

e Describes proposed modifications to reduce stormwater impacts (Draft
EIS Section 4.5.2).

e Describes a newly proposed mitigation measure with regard to hours of
operation for truck traffic on school days (Draft EIS Section 9.5.1).

e Responds to the March 19, 2009 Department of Natural Resources letter
inadvertently omitted from the Final EIS (Final EIS Appendix A, new
comment letter no. 30).

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UELAND MINERAL RESOURCE PROJECT EIS ADDENDUM 10/6/2009

Addendum Item 1: Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities

Section 9.2.6 of the Draft EIS states that there are currently no designated
bicycle or pedestrian facilities within the project area. This section is replaced
with the following language:

Northlake Way is identified as a portion of a regional bicycle route in the Kitsap
County Bicycle Facilities Plan and the Mosquito Fleet Trail Plan. The Bicycle
Facilities Plan guides future development of bicycle and pedestrian facilities over
a 20 year period. The Plan provides recommendations for width, signage and
striping in situations where bicycle facilities are added. As part of the Conditional
Use Permit process, Kitsap County will review applicable policies in the Bicycle
Facilities Plan to determine their applicability to the proposed Northlake Way
improvements.

Addendum Item 2: Stormwater Protection

Based on a meeting with the Suquamish Tribe to discuss stormwater concerns,
the following additional mitigation measures are proposed by the applicant, and
are added to DEIS Section 4.5.2, Stormwater Pollution Prevention:

1. The topsoil plant will not import any material other than organic debris such as
woody debris which can be ground up and used as organic matter and mixed
with on site sand and silt.

2. Any back fill material imported from off site will be tested to ensure that the
soil does not contain any contaminants.

3. The on site settling ponds for the concrete batch plant will be designed to
handle a 300 year storm event.

In addition, DEIS Section 4.5.4, Flow Monitoring, is clarified to state that stream
flow monitoring would be coordinated with the Kitsap Public Utility District No. 1,
rather than the Kitsap Health District. The Public Utility District currently
maintains the flow gauge at Dickerson Creek.

Addendum Item 3: Hours of Truck Operation

The following mitigation measure is proposed by the applicant, and is added to
DEIS Section 9.5.1, Roadway/Pedestrian Safety Mitigation Measures:

Ueland Tree Farm agrees to delay the start of truck traffic on school days until
8:00 AM.
