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Search warrant yields illegal narcotics, weapons 
 

Port Orchard, Wash.  --  Kitsap County Sheriff’s detectives disrupted at least one link 
in the supply chain of illegal narcotics, Monday afternoon, when a search warrant was 
served at a residence on the Olympic Peninsula. 
  
While conducting a separate narcotics and illegal weapons investigation in Kitsap 
County, detectives developed information that led to the issuance of a search warrant 
for a residence located in the 400 block of Miller Road in Sequim, Clallam County. 
 
Serving the warrant around 2:30 p.m. detectives attempted to speak with the occupants 
of the house.  They refused to answer the door or acknowledge the presence of law 
enforcement personnel, even though they were watching police through a surveillance 
camera and monitor.  Officers were forced to breach entry into the residence where one 
man was taken into custody.  A second man was arrested after he fled the house 
through a bedroom window but was apprehended by perimeter containment units. 
 
Items seized at the house pursuant to the search warrant: 
 

� More than one pound of uncut crystal methamphetamine. 
� More than 100 illegal narcotic pills including Oxycodone and morphine, and 

marijuana. 
� Five weapons, including an illegal sawed-off shotgun and a handgun reported 

stolen out of Port Angeles. 
� Ballistic vest. 

 
The street value of the methamphetamine, pills and marijuana is approximately 
$40,000. 
 
The two men were transported and booked into the Clallam County Jail.  These 
suspects are allegedly supplying methamphetamine to narcotics dealers in Kitsap 
County, for further illegal distribution within our communities. 
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Kitsap County Sheriff’s detectives were assisted by investigators from the West Sound 
Narcotics Enforcement Team and the Olympic Peninsula Narcotics Enforcement Team, 
together with officers from Port Angeles and Sequim Police Departments.
