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Update on found human remains

Port Orchard, Wash.   --  Kitsap County Sheriff’s detectives have released a forensic 
artist’s drawing (below) of a face believed to be that of a deceased person whose 
remains were discovered buried June 8, in the 3100 block of Harold Drive SE in South 
Kitsap. 
 
The finding of the human remains was classified as a homicide investigation on June 
10. 
 
Based upon an updated analysis of the remains conducted by a forensic anthropologist 
on the staff of the King County Medical Examiner, sheriff’s detectives believe: 
 

�  The deceased person is a Hispanic male . 
 
�  The age of the male, at the time of death, is believed to be in his late ‘teens to 

early twenties. 
 

�  The body has been deceased between two and 18 months.
