2019 HOME FUNDS - RECOMMENDATIONS

City of Bremerton HOME 

The City of Bremerton share of the HOME funds, for use on projects located in the City of Bremerton, is 
based on the HOME Consortium Percentage released annually by HUD. 15% of the City of Bremerton 
2019 HOME allocation will be set-aside for a CHDO Project. Any increases to the remaining City of 
Bremerton HOME amount will be allocated in the next process and any decreases will be applied to 
Community Frameworks Bremerton Homeownership Project.

Community Housing Development Organization (CHDO)

HOME requires 15% of the annual allocation be awarded to a CHDO Project. These funds will carried 
forward and allocated with the 2020 CHDO funds.  
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
